Catered & Self-Catered

Catered
▪ Continental breakfast served Monday-Friday in 

hall dining rooms. Residents can access a hot 
breakfast at the following dining rooms: Jubilee, 
Cripps, Derby, Nightingale, Cavendish and 
Florence Boot.

▪ Dinner served every day in hall dining room.

▪ A weekly allowance of £25 loaded onto your 
University card to spend on your lunchtime meal; 
this can be used at multiple cafes, restaurants 
and shops across our campuses.

▪ Option of Brunch available on weekends for an 
additional fee

▪ You will have access to a shared pantry with 
basic kitchen facilities 

Self-Catered
▪ You will have access to a shared kitchen, where 

you will be responsible for cooking your own 
meals

▪ If a studio or 1 bedroom flat is chosen, you would 
have a private kitchen-area 

▪ Flat sizes will vary from one accommodation to 
another 

▪ Some sites, these communal areas will be 
cleaned by staff

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Prices
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• Self-catered prices can range from £132 per week to £290 per week depending on site and room type

• Catered prices can range from £222 per week to £297 per week depending on hall and room type



How to Apply?

• Students register through the 

accommodation website in order to apply → 

• Applications open on the 1st April for all first-

year students

• Students are required to provide a minimum 
of 3 preferences and a maximum of 6

• You will receive an offer within 4 weeks of 

applying
